Roger
Dammeier made the motion for Bob to reserve the salt with Angola for this winter
season. The motion was seconded by Alan Korte. All were in favor.

® No decision was made on the corporate limit “Welcome” signs.

® Property Management Services presented a quote for the replacement guardrail at
the twin culvert at 930 & 932 SCLD. The quote is for 4 each 6”x6” 4’ cedar posts
with 68’ of cedar rails for the fencing. The quote was $1,188. Alan Korte made
the motion to have Property Management proceed with the guard rail. The motion
was seconded by Jill Powers. All were in favor.
